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2. Financial conditions of the contract,  including a opening act at Venue 1

· The ORGANIZATION will pay by check, before the show, the entire fee due to the ARTIST or to the ARTIST’S manager.

· The ARTIST agrees that no performance of the show will be duplicated at another location within a 50 km2 radius and within two (2) weeks prior to the event.  This condition may be modified, but the ARTIST must first notify the ORGANIZATION.

3. Sale of derived products

· The ARTIST, with or without a distribution contract, is free to sell his/her records (CD or DVD etc.) 

4. ORGANIZATION’S obligations

· To supply a stage free of all encumbrances and in overall good working order 

· Electrical circuits and sound system which are required and suitable for the venue in accordance with the technical spec sheet as described in the present contract 

· Security staff necessary to prevent unauthorized persons from gaining access to the backstage area and the artists’ spaces  

· Two (2) admission tickets per musician for his/her guests 

· A clean, orderly venue and, at the end of each show, refreshments, unlimited bottled water and up to three (3) sponsored products (beer) per member of the ARTIST’S band.  (Anticipate for XX persons) 

· The staff required to unload and load the trucks and to set up and dismantle the equipment. The expense incurred by extra, unplanned personnel will be the responsibility of the ORGANIZATION.   
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· The ORGANIZATION will not allow any audio, video or other form of recording, in whole or in part, of the performance(s) for commercial or other purposes unless otherwise agreed in writing between the parties, but may broadcast the performance(s) live on a giant screen.  

· The ORGANIZATION agrees to pay SOCAN all royalties relating to the broadcast of the show and those which apply under copyright law.  In the event of any modification to copyright law, the present contract will be amended accordingly.

· The ORGANIATION declares that it possesses sufficient liability insurance, to indemnify, if the case should arise and be deemed its responsibility, any client or any direct or indirect supplier of services. 

5. ARTIST’S obligations

· The ARTIST personally agrees to deliver a primarily blues-based show as well as a fully organized show and to assume full responsibility for the artistic performance therein, and to plan for a substitute show of equal quality should he/she be unable to deliver, as well as to notify the ORGANIZATION to that effect. 

· The ARTIST declares and guarantees that all performances of the stage show outlined in the present contract do not contravene copyright law or the rights of any person, firm or corporation with regard to the content of the show.

· The ARTIST will not undertake any agreement on behalf of the ORGANIZATION with a show sponsor without the ORGANIZATION’s authorization. 
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6. Cancellation, Default 

· The ORGANIZATION understands that it is obliged to pay the ARTIST for his/her services, 

· The present agreement may not be annulled or terminated unless for reason of act of god, in which case each party will assume its own expenses incurred up until the time of the annulment or termination.  For the purposes of the present agreement, act of god  is taken to mean an unforeseeable or fortuitous event: declaration of war or not, riot, uprising, reprisal, restriction of free movement, strike, explosion, nuclear activity, radioactivity and other major forces recognized as “acts of God” which are impossible to resist and which can render either party unable to fulfill its obligations in accordance with the present contract. 

· Any modifications to the conditions contained in the present contract must, in order to be considered valid, be approved by the ORGANIZATION and the ARTIST. 

7. It is hereby understood that the undersigned ARTIST is an independent entity and is not employed by the undersigned ORGANIZATION.   

The present contract is subject to the laws of the Province of Quebec (judicial district of Montreal).
